Hi Parents,                                                  
Here is a written explanation about the papers discussed at the Parent Info Night concerning Spelling.  

Each Friday the students will be given a Spelling Review which consists of sentences that have words they don’t need to know how to spell, words that are priority words (from their 1st grade list), and core words (words that appear on their agenda each week).  We will check the Spelling Review in class by putting a line under each word they don’t need to know and a circle around each word they missed which they should know.  

The Words to Learn sheet should come home each week with the Spelling Review.  List those words on top which your child misses and should know (a word circled on the Spelling Review) so he can practice them.  The Super Speller words, at the bottom, could be some of the underlined words, words that they are interested in learning or words that have to do with our theme.  If your child has several words circled on the Spelling Review then limit the Super Speller words.  You can be the best judge of that since you will be practicing with your child at home.  The Words to Learn sheet may be kept in your child’s folder so they can practice them at home or school or the sheet may be kept at home for practice.

The Level Two Priority Words sheet can be kept in the folder or at home.  It is to be used when your child is proofreading their written work.
